The Račice Regatta Course is equipped with the five floor finish tower, a boathouse, changing rooms 
and sanitary facilities, indoor rest area, outdoor rest area with large space for individual shelters, hotels, 
large parking lots, administrative buildings, modern conference room, restaurant and a grandstand 
for up to 2 000 spectators.

Boat Storage
Boat racks are provided for all teams. Racking area will be marked with country sings. For information 
about your racking area allocation please ask during accreditation or at the Information Centre.
